
Urgent call for Support !
– A Cow Stable for IVA-Farm – 
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Did you ever hear about Buša cows before? Bušas are elegant red-brown or black dairy cows, much smaller than the well known black-white spotted high production cows. They originally come from Bosnia and the south of Serbia, weigh about 300kg and are known for an excellent milk quality. The Buša cow was once wide spread in the Balkan area and well adapted to the local surroundings. Nowadays there are only 300 pieces left in Serbia and the number is decreasing. This is due to the immense shortenings of State subsidies in 2011 on old races.

At IVA-Farm we started in March 2011 with 2 female and one male young one. We placed them improvisational in one of the 3 boxes in the pig stable, but in the mean time these animals grew a lot and urgently need an own stable, so the herd can grow.
Therefore we are searching for 20 cow sponsors that with 100 euro each could co-finance the construction of our cow stable, since we lack still 2000 euro.
 We search for private sponsors in order to keep IVA-Farm out of debts in the future.
IVA-Farm is the education farm of the foundation “Fond Biodinamika, Kultura i Ekologija”. The biodynamic farm, founded 2008, can not carry itself financially since it isn’t grown to it’s full extend jet and the biodynamic agriculture completely unknown is amongst the Serbian nation and therefore hardly gets any support within the country. Thanks to numerous small and bigger private donations we could partially renovate the living spaces, repair the stable buildings with a new interior, build a new hay and machine shed and a pig stable with hay loft and extend our land to 12,5 of a strived 30 ha. At the farm live, together with us (a Dutch-German couple Boudewijn and Vivienne and our 11 month old daughter Karla Rubina) also temporary voluntary helpers from all over the world and trainees from Serbia and Germany. We breed exclusively with old races to conserve the plant and animal species. So we keep Balkan goats, Sjenica Sheep, Mangulitza pigs and Buša cows and domestic poultry. In our 2,5 ha vegetable field garden we grow more than 50 different kinds of vegetables and select as much as possible for seed breeding.
Our Farm aims:
1. To expand the farm until it’s full functional size that it can carry itself financially.

2. Educating young people in biodynamic agriculture in 2 parallel education programs: primarily a practical education and secondarily a seminar education in the weekends for employed people.

3. Spreading and supporting the development of biodynamic agriculture in Serbia.
